Power Line Issue 

As you may be aware, Puget Sound Energy 
(PSE) is negotiating with our city leaders to allow 
the installation of redundant high-voltage power 
lines and a new substation on Bainbridge Island.  
There are many reasons why we should all be 
concerned about this issue both as a club and as 
members of the community.  A number of 
concerns have been shared with PSE through 
various workshops and working groups.  So far, 
PSE has either been equivocal or not responsive 
to the major concerns.  PSE’s plan, if built, will 
affect island generations for years to come.  The 
routes PSE is continuing to advocate have the 

following issues:   

 Childhood leukemia/cancer risk elevation 
is an ongoing concern   

 25 foot Right of Way on each side of the 
power line 

 Elimination of 4 miles of old-growth trees 
and green belt  

 Loss of visual privacy screening from 
Right of Way clearance 

 Noise pollution increase along Sportsman 
Club corridor. 

 Property value reduction (estimated at 10-
30%)  

 Does not address 90% of power outage 
causes (trees falling on lines)  

At the March meeting, the BISC Board voted 
that the club oppose construction of an 
elevated high voltage line down our section 

of Sportsman Club Road.  

Currently, PSE seems to have responded to the 
outcry about running the lines past the schools 
on Sportsman Club Road and is planning to go 
from a new substation on Finch, in front of the 
club, turn south on New Brooklyn and head 

toward 305.   

So far, they appear to have not addressed 
exposure to children along Sportsman Club 

Road from High School Road to New Brooklyn.

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A number of groups, including BISC with our 
Heartland Connections initiative, are promoting 
a trail along Sportsman for kids to go to/from 
middle schools. A portion (along the Suzuki 
property and up to Commodore) has been 
agreed to by the city. The trail would run 
beneath or immediately adjacent to the 
proposed power lines.  Our pond would also be 

adjacent to the lines.  

If you are concerned about the power line issue, 
more information is available at 
www.RAiSEbi.org.  The RAiSE website also has 
an online petition you can sign, if you want to 
support efforts deal with the power consumption 
issues and to arrive at a minimum impact 
solution for any additions to the island’s 
electrical power grid.  You can also sign up to 
participant in a variety of other ways.  PSE says 
they will gauge the community’s opinion through 
a number of written letters and comment cards 
and will hold three open houses starting 13
