FARR Projects Update 

 

The attached photos show the progress in 
demolition, land clearing and Pistol Range 
foundation excavation. 

  
The foundation trenches for the shooting area 
are excavated and the berm has been 
excavated back for the berm roof footings.

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Foundation work, building framing, and filling 
the walls and roof with crushed granite are 
expected to be done in about a month.  

 
 
After that, we will have a lot of volunteer tasks 
(currently being planned out): 
 

 Berm replacement, lead recycle 

 Berm base steel deflector fabrication and 
installation 

 Installation of steel cover plates on 
shooting building walls 

 Roofing (shingles) 

 Exterior building board and batten 

 Painting 

 Target tracks (including electrically 
driven cross-track) 

 Benches and dividers 

 And much more  
 
We have gotten approval from FARR for our 
improved, wood framed, Archery Range 
concept and are proceeding to complete the 
design. We have received the Archery Range 
structural engineering package from Paul 
Faget. The Archery Range land has been 
cleared (to take advantage of better soil 
conditions, Rich and Mark decided that the 
range location is now in a southwestern 
direction instead of due south). We plan to 
follow a similar process for Archery Range 
construction. Professional excavation, 
foundation/concrete, and framing will be done 
first (again about 6 weeks) followed by 
volunteer work to complete the building. 
Hopefully, we can get the design and permitting 

process done quickly so that the construction 
can get done this summer.

Hunter Ed Classes  

Basic Hunters’ Education – Each class 
takes place Monday through Thursday 
7:00 PM – 9:30 PM and Saturday 9:00 AM 
– 4:00 PM  
April 6-9, 11; May 4-7, 9; August 3-6, 8; 
September 14-17, 19  
Washington State law requires all individuals 
born after 1 January 1972 to show proof of 
basic hunter education training before 
purchasing a hunting license. There is no 
minimum age required to enroll in hunter 
education, but instructors may require a 
parent or guardian to attend all classes if 
students are less than 12 years of age. 
Hunter education classes focus on three 
broad topical areas:  
 

• ·Firearms and outdoor safety  
• ·Wildlife management  
• ·Hunter responsibility  

 
The average class includes 4 - 6 sessions 
spanning 16+ hours. Successful students 
must pass a written test; demonstrate safe 
firearms handling skills and a positive 
attitude. All hunter education classes are 
taught by instructors certified by the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife. For more 
information about the Basic Hunters 
Education program visit:
