Washington State law requires all individuals
born after 1 January 1972 to show proof of
basic hunter education training before
purchasing a hunting license. There is no
minimum age required to enroll in hunter
education, but instructors may require a
parent or guardian to attend all classes if
students are less than 12 years of age. Hunter
education classes focus on three broad
topical areas:

The average class includes 4 - 6 sessions
spanning 16+ hours. Successful students
must pass a written test; demonstrate safe
firearms handling skills and a positive attitude.
All hunter education classes are taught by
instructors certified by the Department of Fish
and Wildlife.
